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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution is intended to provide the basis for a response to inquiries from OMA ARC regarding execution of the LPTF Recommendations (OMA-TP-2004-0230R01).
2 Summary of Contribution

During the MMSG review of LPTF Recommendations (OMA-TP-2004-0230R01) during the Singapore meeting, MMSG decided to seek OMA ARC input regarding Strategy bullet 5 – “Use 3GPP/3GPP2 reference architecture and terminology as the basis for the MMS 2.0 (now referred to as MMS 1.4) specifications and all future upgrades.”  The Secretary took the action to contact ARC for advice on how to implement this strategy.
The Secretary completed the action in an e-mail dated 13 April 2005.  The ARC Chair, Musa Unmehopa, responded in an e-mail dated 27 April 2005 with a set of clarification questions.  See attached e-mail thread.

This contribution is intended to provide the basis for a response to those inquiries.
3 Detailed Proposal

The question posed by OMA ARC and the suggested responses to those questions are noted below:
INITIAL COMMENTS:  By way of background, MMSG has reviewed the LPTF Recommendations at the Singapore meeting and has defined several items that need to be modified pending the approval of modifications by OMA TP.

1. Please specify which specifications are meant by "OMA v2.0 specifications". Is this MMS v1.4? 
RESPONSE:  You are correct.  MMSG has decided to recommend that the next release of MMS be called MMS v 1.4 instead of MMS 2.0.  Sorry for the confusion.
2. Are only public specifications used in the recommendation "Use 3GPP/3GPP2 reference architecture and terminology"? 
RESPONSE:  If you mean are the 3GPP and 3GPP2 reference architecture and terminology specified in publicly available documents, the answer is YES.
3. Assuming the answer to question 1 is "MMS v1.4", is it the intention of MMSG to maintain backwards compatibility between MMS v1.4 and MMS v1.3? ARC is asking, as MMSG is planning to change reference architecture and terminology. 

RESPONSE:  MMSG has established backward compatibility as a primary requirement.  Backward compatibility was one (1) of the main reasons behind the v1.4 nomenclature decision.  We still have not fully investigated the implications of supporting backward compatibility with differing reference architectures and terminology but our intent is to maintain backward compatibility between MMS 1.4 and MMS 1.3.
4. What would be the impact of the recommendation in the fifth bullet on OSE terminology? 
RESPONSE:  MMSG has yet to review the impacts of this strategy on OSE terminology.  However, we will include an action to review any areas of OSE terminology that specifically address or include MMS terminology.  However, MMSG may need to solicit joint meetings with and support from ARC to accomplish this action.
5. What would be the impact of the recommendation in the fifth bullet on OSE architecture? 
RESPONSE:  MMSG has yet to review the impacts of this strategy on OSE architecture.  However, we will include an action to review any areas of OSE architecture that specifically address or reference MMS architecture.  However, MMSG may need to solicit joint meetings with and support from ARC to accomplish this action.
6. What would be the impact of the OSE architecture on the recommendation in the fifth bullet, and specifically the normative statements in OSE V1_0? ARC is asking, as the OSE contains normative statements which are not necessarily reflected or fulfilled by the 3GPP/3GPP2 reference architecture that is recommended to be used as a basis.
RESPONSE:  As previously indicated, MMSG has yet to review the impacts of this strategy on OSE architecture.  However, we will include a review of the normative statements of OSE as they relate to MMS in the action to review areas of OSE architecture.  However, MMSG may need to solicit joint meetings with and support from ARC to accomplish this action.
