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1 Reason for Change

During the face-to-face meeting in Montreal, the IOP-MMS SWG requested that the MMSG defines the references in MMS CONF 1.3 section 7.1.3 PIM to MIP (minimum interoperability profile) of vCard version 2.1 and vCalendar version 1.0 that apparently have no definition in the vCard and vCalendar specification. This CR clarifies the text by mentioning more explicitly that the MIPs are defined in the OMA vObject MIP specification.
Besides, this CR also corrects some invalid URLs in the reference section of MMS CONF 1.3.

Change 2:  Clarify reference to vCard 2.1 MIP and vCalendar 1.0 MIP in Section 7.1.3
7.1.3 PIM 

The following PIM (Personal Information Management) objects SHALL be supported as attachments to an MM:
vCard version 2.1 MIP (Minimum Interoperability Profile) (mime-type: text/x-vCard) as defined in [OMAVOBJECT].
vCalendar version 1.0 MIP (Minimum Interoperability Profile) (mime-type: text/x-vCalendar) as defined in [OMAVOBJECT].
A presentation part (i.e. SMIL element) is not required in an MM that contains only PIM objects. The PIM object SHOULD not be referred from a SMIL element.
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
