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1 Overview

The 3GPP/3GPP2 MMS specifications have introduced a mechanism for an MMS User Agent to delete a multimedia message on a MMS Relay/Server. Different parts related to this mechanism are however contradictory as they mention either the originator MMS User Agent or the recipient MMS User Agent to be able to delete a message on the MMS Relay/Server. Only the recipient MMS User Agent is meant to be able to delete a message on the recipient MMS Relay/Server. 
OMA MWG MMSG has therefore reviewed and approved a CR (attached) that corrects the wording to reflect the correct understanding as mentioned above. 
2 Proposal

The approved CR is related to an old release of MMS specification (Release 6 for 3GPP) which 3GPP and 3GPP2 have the responsibility for. The attached OMA-approved CR therefore needs to be approved by 3GPP/3GPP2 for incorporation in the corresponding 3GPP/3GPP2 MMS specifications. 
3 Requested Action(s)

OMA MWG MMSG kindly asks 3GPP TSG CT and 3GPP2 TSG-X to approve the attached CR and incorporate the changes into the corresponding 3GPP /3GPP2 MMS specifications.
