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1 Overview
In response to 3GPP CT 050689, OMA MWG MMSG discussed your request for a hub, and agreed on the proposal identified in the attached documents.

2 Proposal

The request from GSMNA could be covered solely with an implementation, as documented in OMA-MMSG-2006-0005. It relies on hub behaviours that would be described in GSMA documents.
In addition to the CT 050689 requests, OMA MMSG considered as well requirements from Cingular, and proposes a solution that would satisfy both the needs at the same time. That solution is two folds: 

1) GSMA documenting OMA-MMSG-2006-0005, and

2) 3GPP accepting a CR which adds one new element of information in all MM4 PDU. 
See the proposed solution in OMA-MMSG-2006-0001. OMA did not provide a CR for 2), awaiting for 3GPP to say if they would be willing to accept these changes for release 6 as a bug fix.
3 Requested Action(s)

OMA MWG MMSG kindly asks 3GPP CT to assess if solution 1) is enough, or if solution 2) should as well be implemented as a release 6 bug fix. If so, then OMA MWG MMSG kindly asks to get a feedback.
