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1 Reason for Change

GSMA introduced the MMS Inter-working Provider (MMSIP) to make the routing of MM4 between Originator MMSC and Recipient MMSC efficient; but it also creates problems that the terminating MMSC will lose the visibility of MM4 route. This CR introduces two new IEs to MM4 messages to records the Originator/Recipient MMSC and MMSIP address that forwards the MM4 to the terminating MMSC; based on earlier off-line group discussion agreement. This CR doesn’t propose to change the current MMS network model (architecture) in 23.140.
