1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution is aimed to initiate a discussion on the current description of MM Cancel Status field definition in the M-Cancel.conf PDU and update the specification, if some more clarity is required.

2 Summary of Contribution

The proposal describes on the possible values expected in the MM Cancel Status in the M-Cancel.conf PDU. 
3 Detailed Proposal

Currently the values for the X-Mms-Cancel-Status are described as Cancel Request Successfully received or Cancel Request corrupted.  It is our understanding that 

· The first value is expected to be returned when the client has received the M-Cancel.req PDU.  

· The second value is expected to be returned when the PDU is recognised as M-Cancel.request but further PDU structures are corrupted (possibily the header field X-Mms-Cancel-ID is corrupted)
Also it is understood from the specification, that the X-Mms-Cancel-Status is an OPTIONAL header field, and it is not clear to us when is the X-Mms-Cancel-Status header field likely to be omitted.  Therefore it is our request for the WG to discuss the following questions and clarify us.
i. Is there a default value assumed in case the X-Mms-Cancel-Status is not present?  How will the MMS Proxy Relay interpret the absence of X-Mms-Cancel-Status field in the M-Cancel.conf PDU.

ii. Do these different status values imply any specific behaviour from the MMS Proxy Relay (e.g. resend the M-Cancel request if corrupted), or is it just an acknowledgement without implying any behaviour
iii. If Yes, does the MM Proxy server need to know the exact status of Cancel operation performed?
