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1 Reason for Change

The bootstrap mechanism is used to initialize a device. The bootstrap message can convey one or several management objects but the primary purpose of the bootstrap message is to vehicle the DMAccount. In this way, the MMS MO is a second management object that needs to be “serialized” and thus there is a need of the optional TNDS  (Tree and Description Serialization) specification to allow a proper initialization of devices.

This contribution proposes to fix that bug introducing two normative references and some additional text in section 5.

5.  OMA MMS Management Object

This subclause defines the mobile device Management Object (MO) for OMA MMS. The MO allows a device to present its configuration in a standardized way, allowing a DM Server to be able to bootstrap, retrieve and manage the configuration of a device (the parameters included in the MO).
If the MMS MO is provisioned together with other management object(s) during bootstrap then [DMTNDS] and [DMBOOT] MUST be used.
The OMA MMS Management Object consists of relevant parameters required by the MMS enabler. It is defined using the OMA DM Device Description Framework as described in [DM].
The MMS Management Object is compatible with OMA DM [DM] protocol version 1.2 or any later compatible version.
