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1 Overview

In discussing the 3GPP Stage text regarding support for user-controlled blacklists in MMS (in 22140), the MMSG noted that there appeared to be a requirement that the blacklisting be supported in the MMS System.  In order to fulfil the requirement, it appears that Stage 2 text is needed, including new abstract messages to add a black list entry, delete a black list entry, and retrieve the current black list. Due to this fact, OMA MWG MMSG is not able to include this functionality in OMA MMS V1_3 and will consider working on this topic following the transfer of MMS to OMA.

At the point we are in the MMS V1_3 development (i.e., the specifications being technically frozen at the 2005/03 OMA MWG MMSG meeting), we then conclude that this functionality will have to be postponed post MMS V1_3.

2 Proposal

The OMA MWG MMSG agrees that user-controlled blacklisting is useful, and sees a need for Stage 2 text to add the needed abstract messages, post MMS V1_3.

3 Requested Action(s)

The OMA MWG MMSG kindly requests that 3GPP and 3GPP2 take the appropriate actions.
