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1 Overview

The OMA MWG group would like to thank SA2 for their liaison statement S2-075813. Specifically, SA2 wants to ensure that SMS delivery report integrity is maintained during SMS-IM interworking. The question is whether support of IMDN by the clients and the IM AS are mandatory to ensure that the client successfully received the IM message.
OMA MWG IM group has reviewed the specification developed by 3GPP for SMS-IM service level inter-working (TR23.811) and provided their comments in the Proposal section below. In addition, the OMA MWG group would like to inform SA2 that this TR is also relevant to OMA CPM activities and would request SA2 to keep OMA MWG informed on the progress of this work. 
2 Proposal

It is the view of the OMA IM group that IMDN is not the best method of ensuring integrity of SMS status reporting and is not needed to ensure the SMS delivery to a registered SIMPLE IM client in your scenario. A 200 OK response received in response to a MESSAGE method indicates that the IM client has received the corresponding message successfully. 

A 200 OK response received in response to the last MSRP chunk of a received Large Message indicates that the IM client has received the corresponding Large Message.

If a Successful Delivery report had been requested for a Large Message, the IM client will generate a successful MSRP REPORT after sending the 200 OK.

If for some reason the recipient IM client does not receive the message (e.g. network problems, error in client) an error response is returned instead, as well as a failure MSRP REPORT in case of Large Message, if requested.

This is described both in the RFC 3428 for the MESSAGE method and in the RFC 4975 for MSRP, as well as in OMA IM specification, which complies with these RFCs. Please note that the behaviour of a SIP B2BUA for SIP MESSAGE method in the OMA IM specification has to be clarified. MWG IM will take action to clarify that IM servers should not act as B2BUA for the case of SIP MESSAGE method.

Therefore in conclusion, it is considered that the 200 OK response to the SIP MESSAGE method in the Pager Mode case, and the 200 OK response to the final MSRP chunk in the Large Message case (or optionally a successful MSRP REPORT) or error responses received from the IM system, can be relied upon to give a definitive and correct status of the message handling in the IM system. 

For your information about CPM interworking activities, OMA MWG also provides the current status of its work on CPM interworking to other technologies, including SIMPLE IM and SMS:

· The CPM Requirements Document reached the "candidate" status and is available here.
· The CPM Architecture Document (planned to be finalized until June 2008) and the CPM System Description Document are currently under progress. Both documents are available here.
· The Detailed Specification Development is planned to start in April 2008.
OMA invites 3GPP to cooperate on messaging interworking so that the industry will not end up with incompatible solutions.
