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1 Overview

This Liaison statement is in response to GSMA RCS request for OMA-CPM and OMA-CAB working groups to share work plans and begin a dialog so that GSMA RCS can best leverage the OMA specifications to ensure a robust messaging, real-time communications and address book experience for customers.
2 Proposal

OMA MWG is happy to collaborate with GSMA RCS and would like to inform of the following timelines, feature overview, and links to current documentation for CPM 1.0 and CAB 1.0:
1. Timeline

· CPM V1.0
· Technical Specification Completion (Candidate) Date – 30 Apr 2010
· CAB V1.0
· Architecture Completion (Candidate) Date – 25 Jul 2009
· Technical Specification Completion (Candidate) Date – 14 Dec 2009
2. Feature Overview

· CPM V1.0
· Immediate Messaging and Deferred Delivery Messaging (with temporary server storage and subsequent delivery). 

· Exchanging files with multimedia contents after explicit recipient authorization (file transfer feature).

· One-to-one and one-to-many CPM Conversations among CPM Users with the selection of any kind of Media (single or multiple). 
· Real-time communications by establishing Media Streams for transporting voice, video, etc
· Add or remove Media Streams at the CPM Session initiation and at any time during a CPM Session. 

· Add or remove users at any time during a CPM Session.

· Support for discrete (e.g. text, image, video clip, audio clip, voice clip, binary file) Media Types and continuous (e.g. bidirectional voice, streaming video) Media Stream Types. 

· Support for the initiation of CPM Conversations for CPM Pre-defined Groups and CPM Ad-hoc Groups, which can be modified during CPM Conversations. 

· Support for CPM Users to set up several User Preferences Profiles like Office, Home, Meeting, etc. to which the preferences of the CPM User are associated.

· An environment supporting multiple CPM Addresses and multiple Devices aiming for best user experience in today's heterogeneous world for services, networks and Devices.

· Interaction with other Enablers (e.g. Presence, XDM).

· Support for interworking with Non-CPM Communication Services (e.g. SMS, MMS). 

· Inclusion of a network-based storage for CPM Messages, CPM File Transfer Histories and CPM Session Histories.  All these data can be synchronized to all the Devices of the CPM User. The storage capabilities are subject to the preferences of the CPM User and service provider policies.

· Support for interoperability between multiple networks, i.e. CPM Conversations between Principals from different CPM service providers.
· CAB V1.0
· Address Book (AB) synchronization with various devices registered by the same CAB User across IP networks.
· Management of CAB User’s Personal Contact Card (PCC) into different Contact Views

· Contact Subscription and publishing of PCC’s to other CAB Users in order to automatically update their AB’s with latest contact information 

· Contact Share of AB and PCC information or subsets to other users (CAB Users or non-CAB Users)

· Search of contact information in AB and PCC data, subject to authorization rules set by CAB User owning the data

· Interworking with available non-CAB network based address book(s), performing format adaptation to/from Legacy Formats and support of search in External Directories

· CAB exposes to other Enablers the capability to read data in AB and PCC

· CAB Enabler supports interoperation between service providers
