The goal of this action item is that when a user expresses a confirmed mode update preference for external content that is imported or externally synced, contact shared received, or received as an update in contact subscription, the confirmed mode exists.  Of course, automatic update as a preference exists, too.  
For contact subscription, the following requirement already exists in the RD:

	The CAB Enabler SHALL update the CAB User’s address book with contact information from Contact Subscriptions, based on the CAB User preferences.

For contact share this requirement exists, also derived from HLF-005:

CAB-HLF-005 is a general requirement on CAB system behaviour. 
To further review, the CAB 1.0 User Preferences XDMS defines two Boolean mode elements:  <contact-subscription-update> and <import-update>.  The use of these is clear: The user can confirm updates or the updates can be automatically applies.  Note that because CAB 1.1 and S-CAB have greater feature functionality than CAB 1.0, current CAB preferences do not cover “external sync”, etc.

Action Item 059 specifically requests the author provide S-CAB RD requirements for user confirmation of received contact info. The action item cites Import, External synch, Contact Share, and Contact Subscription.  Therefore, this CR proposes uniformly worded requirements to be added to the Interworking, Contact Subscription, and Contact Share sections of the S-CAB RD. While some of the proposed requirements may seem redundant with existing ones, the action item assigned to the author stems from working group debate about both confirmed and automatic modes existing.
