Change 1:  Update section 5.3 as described below 
5.3 Interworking Function 

The Interworking Function SHALL support the following functionality:

1) One-time or periodic import of contact information in 3rd Party Systems into S-AB or S-PCC Tracking Contact Cards;
2) Contact tracking of information in 3rd Party Systems into S-PCC Tracking Contact Cards;
3) Export of S-AB and S-PCC Confirmed Contact Card data into 3rd Party Systems; 

4) Format adaptation between S-CAB Format and Legacy Formats;
5) Contact information search in External Directories;
6) Contact Share with  CAB Users supporting the CAB v1.0 Address book Application Usage as defined in [CAB-XDM-TS] section “AB Application Usage”; and,
7) Contact Share with non S-CAB Users not supporting the CAB v1.0 Application Usages. 
Change 2:  Add a new section 5.3.x as described below 

5.3.x Contact Share Interworking at the Originating Side
If the S-CAB Server supports the sending of S-AB Documents to CAB users supporting the CAB v1.0 Address book Application Usage as defined in [CAB-XDM-TS] section “AB Application Usage”, the S-CAB Server’s Interworking Function:
1) SHALL implement both the Forwarding function of an CAB v1.0 Address book Application Usage as defined in [CAB-XDM-TS] section “AB Application Usage” and the Forwarding function of an S-AB Application Usage as defined in [S-CAB-XDM-TS] section “S-AB Application Usage” with the following clarifications:
a) SHALL when it receives via the S-CAB Server’s XDMS function a Remote Forwarding Request targeting the S-AB Application Usage check if the addressed user is user in a CAB domain and if that is the case continue with next step; 
b) SHALL generate and send a Remote Forwarding XDCP request targeting the CAB v1.0 Address book Application Usage as defined in [CAB-XDM-TS] section “AB Application Usage” using the procedure defined in [OMA_XDM_Core] section “Generation of a Forward XDCP Request to Remote Recipients” and with the <document-uri> element value set to a URI to a temporary storage in the S-CAB Server of the format “[XCAPROOTURI]/org.openmobilealliance.cab-address-book/users/[XUI]/[temporary document name]”;
c) SHALL when it receive a retrieve request for the temporary document retrieve the forwarded S-CAB Contact Card from the S-CAB XDMS using the URI received previously in the <document-uri> element of the original Remote Forwarding XDCP request and map it to the format at of the CAB v1.0 Address book Application Usage as defined in [CAB-XDM-TS] section “AB Application Usage” before including it in the retrieve response sent to the non S-CAB system; and,  
d) SHALL when it receives a Forward Delivery Report XDCP request from the non S-CAB User’s AB Application Usage map it to a Forward Delivery Report XDCP request from S-CAB User’s AB Application Usage and sent this request to the S-CAB XDMS.
If the S-CAB Server supports the sending of S-AB Document to non S-CAB users not supporting the CAB v1.0 Application Usage as defined in [CAB-XDM-TS] section “AB Application Usage”, the S-CAB Server’s Interworking Function:
1) SHALL implement the Forwarding function of an S-AB Application Usage as defined in [S-CAB-XDM-TS] section “S-AB Application Usage” with the following clarifications:

a) SHALL when it receives via the S-CAB Server’s XDMS function a Remote Forwarding Request targeting the S-AB Application Usage check if the addressed user is a non CAB User and if that is the case continue with next step;
b) SHALL retrieve the S-AB Document referenced in the <document-uri> element of the Remote Forwarding Request; 
c) SHALL convert the information in the S-AB Document to the format as defined value by the <contact-share-format> element in S-CAB User Preferences Document described in [S-CAB XDM];
d) SHALL send the information to the non S-CAB user using procedures that are subject to service provider policies and out of the scope for this specification and send a response to the Remote Forwarding Request to the S-CAB XDMS. Note: If the CPM Interworking Function is used as messaging delivery mechanism, the Interworking Function SHALL construct a message as described in [OMA CPM CONV FCT TS] and send a message towards the CPM Interworking Selection Function [OMA CPM IWF TS]; and,
e) SHALL if a forward delivery report has been request generate a Forward Delivert Report XDCP request and send it to the S-CAB XDMS as described in [OMA XDM Core] section “Generation of XDM Forward Delivery Report Request”.
If the S-CAB Server supports the sending of S-PCC Documents to non CAB users, the S-CAB Server’s Interworking Function:

2) SHALL implement the Forwarding function of an S-CAB v1.0 PCC Application Usage as defined in [S-CAB-XDM-TS] section “S-PCC Application Usage” with the following clarifications:

a) SHALL when it receives via the S-CAB Server’s XDMS function a Remote Forwarding Request targeting the S-PCC Application Usage check if the addressed user is a non CAB User and if that is the case continue with next step;

b) SHALL retrieve the S-PCC Document referenced in the <document-uri> element of the Remote Forwarding Request; 

c) SHALL convert the information in the S-PCC Document to the format as defined value by the <contact-share-format> element in S-CAB User Preferences Document described in [S-CAB XDM];

d) SHALL send the information to the non S-CAB user using procedures that are subject to service provider policies and out of the scope for this specification and send a response to the Remote Forwarding Request to the S-CAB XDMS. Note: If the CPM Interworking Function is used as messaging delivery mechanism, the Interworking Function SHALL construct a message as described in [OMA CPM CONV FCT TS] and send a message towards the CPM Interworking Selection Function [OMA CPM IWF TS]; and,

e) SHALL if a delivery report has been request generate a Forward Delivery Report XDCP request and send it to the S-CAB XDMS as described in [OMA XDM Core] section “Generation of XDM Forward Delivery Report Request”.

Change 3:  Add a new section 5.3.y as described below 

5.3.y Contact Share Interworking with CAB 1.0 User AB Application Usage at the Receiving Side
The S-CAB server MAY support the reception a CAB v1.0 Address Book Document from a non S-CAB system.
If the S-CAB server supports Contact Share interworking at the receiving side, the S-CAB Server’s Interworking Function SHALL implement the Forwarding function of a CAB v1.0 Address book Application Usage as defined in [CAB-XDM-TS] section “AB Application Usage” with the following clarifications:

1) SHALL when it receives via the S-CAB Server’s XDMS function a Remote Forwarding XDCP request targeting the AB Application Usage map this request to a Remote Forwarding XDCP request targeting the S-CAB v1.0 Address book Application Usage as defined in [S-CAB-XDM-TS] section “S-AB Application Usage” and send the request to the S-CAB XDMS with the following clarifications:
a) SHALL set the <document-uri> element value to a URI to a temporary storage in the S-CAB Server of the format “[XCAPROOTURI]/org.openmobilealliance.cab-address-book/users/[XUI]/[temporary document name]” where the [XUI] value is the XUI of the receiving S-CAB User.
2) SHALL when it receive a retrieve request for the temporary document, retrieve the document from the CAB domain using the URI received in the <document-uri> element of the original received Remote Forwarding XDCP request;
3) SHALL map  the document in the retrieve response from  the format at of the CAB v1.0 Address book Application Usage as defined in [CAB-XDM-TS] section “AB Application Usage” to the format of an S-AB Application Usage Document; and, 
4) SHALL send the mapped document in the retrieve response to the S-CAB User.
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
