6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Update section 6.3 as described below: 
6.3 Contact Subscription Invitation
After the S-CAB Client updates the Access Permission Document of the S-CAB User's S-PCC, authorizing another S-CAB and/or CAB User to access his/her S-PCC, the S-CAB Client SHALL perform the following:
- it forwards the S-PCC as described in [OMA XDM Core] section 6.1.1.3.2 "XDM Resource Forwarding Operations", with the following clarifications: 
- in the <note> element it SHALL populate with the following String "pcc-subscription-invitation", which will indicate to the receiving side that this is a Contact Subscription Invitation.
To support the reception of a contact subscription invitation, the S-CAB Client SHALL subscribe to document changes in the S-CAB User’s Forwarding Notification List documents as described in [OMA XDM List] section “Forwarding Notification List” and in [OMA XDM Core] section “Subscribing to Changes in the XDM Resources” with the following clarification:

1) When the S-CAB Client detects a <request-notification-list> element with an “auid” attribute with a value ‘org.openmobilealliance.pcc’ and with a <note> element with the value “pcc-subscription-invitation” included in a <request> element, the S-CAB Client SHALL regard the forwarded S-PCC Document as a contact subscription invitation from the sender of a Forwarding XDCP Request;
2)  SHALL retrieve the S-PCC Document referenced in the <document-uri> attribute included in the <request> element using the procedure as described in [OMA XDM Core] section “Retrieve a Document”;

3) SHALL if the S-CAB User accepts the contact subscription invitation add the inviter’s identity to the <subscription-list> element in the S-CAB User’s S-CAB User Preferences Document as described in [S-CAB XDM] section”; and, 
4) SHALL send a Forward Accept XDCP Request with the <do-not-store> element included as described in [OMA XDM Core] “Handling of XDM Resource Forwarding Notifications”.
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
