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1 Reason for Contribution

We believe the requirements in “OMA-DIG-2004-0026R03-Server-side-API-Requirements” fall in the potential overlap between work in 3GPP and OMA that 3GPP brought to OMA’s attention in “OMA-TP-2004-0306-3GPPSA-LS-Web-Services”.

2 Summary of Contribution

Document “OMA-DIG-2004-0026R03-Server-side-API-Requirements” has come to our attention.  In our opinion, some requirements captured in “OMA-DIG-2004-0026R03-Server-side-API-Requirements” are realized in Web Services technology in the 3GPP TS 29.199 parts.  Additionally some requirements captured in “OMA-DIG-2004-0026R03-Server-side-API-Requirements” are realized in J2SE and J2EE as well OMG IDL in the 3GPP TS 29.198 parts.  Finally, requirements and architectural considerations for 29.198 and 29.199 are captured in 3GPP TS 22.127 and 3GPP TS 23.198, respectively.

This work has been jointly done between 3GPP, 3GPP2, ETSI and Parlay, and a harmonised specification exists amongst these organisations. 

In the interest of ensuring that multiple diverging standards are not produced, we kindly ask this working group to review the set of capabilities offered in order to ensure that no overlap of work is commenced without the full engagement of 3GPP, in particular the 3GPP WG CN5.

3 Detailed Proposal

Review the functionalities offered through 3GPP TS 22.127, 3GPP TS 23.198, 3GPP TS 29.198 parts, and 3GPP TS 29.199 parts and to provide feedback on the suitability of the 3GPP specs to fulfil the requirements in OMA-DIG-2004-0026R03-Server-side-API-Requirements, through liaising to 3GPP SA and 3GPP CN5.
