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1 Reason for Change

It is proposed that a mechanism described below is added to make it possible for management server to identify whether the management tree or a sub-tree should be treated as case sensitive or case insensitive.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

This Change Request introduces new elements to the DDF DTD. However, it is not anticipated to have any adverse effects on backward compatibility. 

This Change Request does not make any of the new elements mandatory and does not modify any of the conformance criteria already established for existing elements.

3 Impact on Other Specifications

Specifications not directly referenced in this Change Request are not impacted.

4 Intellectual Property Rights

Nokia may own patents or patent applications relating to technology described in a document which Nokia has contributed in connection with the OMA standard discussions.  In relation to that standard incorporating such technology, which is or may be adopted, Nokia hereby agrees to make licences available under applicable Nokia patents or patent claims on fair, reasonable and  non-discriminatory terms, to all members and non-members granting reciprocal terms, to the extent such patents are technically essential to comply with that standard.

5 Recommendation

The submitter recommends that the DM Working Group approves this change. If approved, direct the appropriate document editors to apply the changes to the referenced specifications.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

In OMA-SyncML-DMTND-V1_1_2 specification, section 5 “The Management Tree”, paragraph 4:

URI used in SyncML DM MAY be treated and interpreted as case sensitive. Node names SHOULD be chosen such that resulting URI strings differ in more than just the case of individual letters. Implementations, even if treating and interpreting URIs as case insensitive, SHALL preserve the case of symbols in the names of dynamically created nodes.
Client device SHOULD indicate the node name case sensitivity in the DDF using the CaseSense element as specified in Section 9.4.2.19. 
Add the following information to the DDF DTD:

Usage: Specifies whether the node name and names of descendant nodes in the tree below should be treated as case sensitive or case insensitive. 

Parent Elements: RTProperties
Restrictions: MUST only contain value CS or CIS.

Content Model: (CS | CIS)

9.4.2.20 CS

Usage: Case sensitivity declaration. Specifies that child node names MUST be treated as case sensitive. 

Parent Elements: CaseSense
Restrictions: None.

Content Model: EMPTY
9.4.2.21 CIS

Usage: Case insensitivity declaration. Specifies that child node names MUST be treated as case insensitive. 

Parent Elements: CaseSense
Restrictions: None.

Content Model: EMPTY
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
