1 Reason for Change

This input contribution is part of the new functionality BLOB MO and should be considered together. 

This proposal updates the DM StdObj to add a new optional feature: “./Inbox”.

This is truly new functionality and will not affect implementation supporting version 1.1.2 or prior to that.

5.3 The SyncML DM management objects

Clients implementing SyncML DM MUST support the SyncML DM management object, SyncML DevInfo management object and the SyncML DevDetail management object. SyncML DM servers MUST support all three management objects as well.

5.3.4 The Inbox management object

In some circumstances a Management Objects URI is not the preferred addressing method and the MIME-Type is enough information for the device to resolve a suitable location for that Management Object. In that case the URI: “./Inbox” is a reserved location for this purpose. 

For example a devices DDF description may indicate if that device is supporting the “./Inbox” concept. In that definition it is possible to define the only access rights “Add”. Then a server may send a Management Object to that device with the URI: “./Inbox” and then the device should use the MIME-Type to resolve the correct location in the management tree to add that Management Object. In this case the server can not Get that object from the URI: “./Inbox” after it is added. The clients ACL for “./Inbox” may also set access rights so only some servers are allowed to use this feature.
