6 Detailed Change Proposal

1) The names of the states in the state table are slightly inconsistent with those in the state diagram. For example, the state where Update complete and data still available should be Update Successful/Have Data rather than Update Successful. 
2) The currnet state diagram for x/State in the FUMO spec forces a client to clean up the data in case that update failed. If the client needs the data for an update, the client needs to download the data again. This CR allows the client to retry update using the data previously downloaded.
