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1 Overview

The OMA Device Management WG intends to provide feedback to the 3GPP “LS on Service Parameters management” document: T3-050183.
3GPP had already defined requirements and corresponding provisioning information through different sets of specifications (e.g. 3GPP TS 23.140, TS 24.234: for usage requirements; TS 31.102, TS 51.011: for provisioning data) before the MMS activities were transferred to the OMA. According to this, compliant terminals shall access, retrieve and use this data starting from release 5 and onwards. In this way overlapped information could be identified at two stages:

Stage A: While transferring already started activities from 3GPP to OMA
1. In which case, parameters already defined by 3GPP are susceptible to be or have been re-defined within the OMA (i.e.: MMS).
Stage B: During 3GPP and OMA exchanges prior to definition of parameters 
2. 
3. In which case a collaborative approach could avoid any possible conflict (i.e.: IMS)
Currently, as shown in the next picture and according to Stage A, the MMS definition in 3GPP involves data that overlaps the Application Characteristic information defined for a CP-Client in OMA:
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In 3GPP, among other parameters, the following is defined:

EFMMSICP (MMS Issuer Connectivity Parameters)
Service No.52 = active

	MMS Implementation Information

	MMS Relay/Server Address

	MMS Authentication Mechanism

	MMS Authentication User Name

	1st Interface to Core Network and Bearer information (highest priority)

	2nd Interface to Core Network and Bearer information

	Nth Interface to Core Network and Bearer information (lowest priority)

	Gateway Information


While in OMA, an MMS Application Characteristic involves the following data stored in the EFBOOTSTRAP:
Characteristic/name: APPLICATION/ADDR.
Status: Required.

Occurs: 1/1.

Default value: None.

Used values: N/A.

Interpretation: Absolute MMS Proxy-Relay URL.
