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1 Reason for Change

Resolves Consistency Review Report comment #11

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

This change removes an unnecessary and conflicting restriction from the specifications in order to clarify use of specific node types. No backward compatibility issue should result.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

In TND Section 7.7.2 Format, make the following revision:

When a node’s native value is B64-encoded binary, the value b64 is used as the Format property.A Meta Format value “b64” MAY be used in the following situation.  When data has a binary form (as indicated by the Mime Type in the Meta Type), and the data is sent over XML, then the Meta Format MUST be b64. The recipient of this data then unencodes the data and associates the Format property bin with the data so that any time a Get command on the Format property of this node is executed, the response MUST be bin.  
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
