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1 Reason for Change

Mobile subscriber can travel other country easily thanks to convenient transportation.  During such roaming period subscriber do not want to disturb their seamless mobile communication service.  But if he or she wants to continue communication service, the troublesome configuration work must be accompanied.  He or she have to reconfigure “Browser settings”, “Internet connection related settings” or “Radio flags”.  This type of work will be very annoying work and there is a possibility of service interruption because of a mistake of subscriber.

In addition, operator also needs this type of automatic reconfiguration.  Usually almost handset includes country specific information like emergency call number or customer care number.  If a subscriber roamed and regional specific information can be changed automatically.  It will very convenient.

DM scheduling is very suitable for this kind of automatic operation. The currently identified Use Cases for DM Scheduling are as follows:

· Power On Self Test

· Deferred Management Task

· Scheduled Data Collection
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

There is no backward compatibility issue.

3 Impact on Other Specifications

The proposal has dependency on DM v1.2.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

The following is the new use case proposal.

5.x   Automatic Reconfiguration for Roaming Network

5.x.1  Short Description

Jo is a frequent traveler. He travels around the world for business. He loves traveling but what he really hates about traveling is that he cannot use some of the applications of his handset in certain operator's network or countries. What he does to solve the problem is to call customer care and manually enter new setting values into his handset as he is told. While doing this, he imagines how nice it would be if all the reconfigurations are done automatically so he can avoid such an annoyance he runs into while traveling.

5.x.2   Actors

· Device
· Management Authority

· Network Operator

5.x.2.1     Actor Specific Issues

· User: Changing country specific setting is very annoying and trouble some work to the subscriber.  If subscriber makes a mistake to input setting information, he or she will be suffered from service downtime.
· Network Operator: The network operator have to inform regional specific configuration or information using other off-line media likes “Roaming user guide book”
5.x.2.2    Actor Specific Benefits

· User: The User does not have to concern about roaming service.
· Network Operator: The network operator can offer better regional specific services or valuable information for roaming subscriber. 

5.x.3   Pre-conditions

The Device is already scheduled in previous session.

5.x.4   Post-conditions

The regional specific settings are changed as scheduled by Management Authority.
5.x.5   Normal Flow

1. The Management Authority creates and transfers to the Device roaming event based schedule for regional specific settings.

2. Device detects roaming was occurred.

3. Device is provisioned with new configurations.
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
