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1 Overview

OMA Device Management group thanks GSMA SCaG for the liaison on mandatory role for UICC in OMA DM. The group has discussed the request sent and provides the answer below. 
OMA Device Management group would like to inform GSMA SCaG that for unknown reasons the received liaison did not include the referenced documents (Tdoc S1-050537, “SCaG’s original LS” and 3GPP CR 22.101). The lack of these documents did not help the group understanding the purpose of GSMA SCaG request.

2 Proposal

OMA Device Management group would like to ask GSMA SCaG to be more precise in their request, in particular in the light of the answer provided by OMA Device Management group on the previous LS from 3GPP SA1 and GSMA SCaG (see attached document OMA-DM-2005-0177R02-LS-reply-to-3GPP-SA-SA1-GSMA), and clarify the following points:
· First of all it is not clear for OMA Device Management group what enabler is concerned by GSMA SCaG request, whether it is the OMA Client Provisioning one (and its Provisioning SmartCard specification) or the OMA Device Management one;
· Although this is rather clear for OMA Device Management group that they will not change the OMA DM 1.2 Enabler Release because it is in Candidate state, they would like to have confirmation that this is not the intent of GSMA SCaG request to do so, but rather that their request is intended for future work such as the Device Management Smart Card (DM_SC) enabler that will complement the OMA DM 1.2 Enabler Release; 
· As the OMA DM 1.2 Enabler Release is now Candidate and therefore public, GSMA SCaG could review this set of specification, in particular the OMA-TS-DM-Bootstrap-V1_2-20050615-C specification (available on http://www.openmobilealliance.org/ release_program/dm_v12.html) and its smartcard profile (section 5.4.6), to determine and make a specific request for what is currently missing in their regard to meet market requirements for GSM and UMTS networks, and formulate their requirements to be taken into consideration for the Device Management Smart Card enabler Requirements Document the group is working on.
3 Requested Action(s)

OMA Device Management group would like to ask GSMA SCaG to clarify their liaison for proper consideration.
