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1 Reason for Change

This document has two descriptions about command execution order, in section  8 and 10.2. The description in section 8 easily cause reader’s puzzle due to the ‘parent management command’ used, which isn’t appropriate usage. We recommend delete the full sentence ‘However, when execution order is required by the parent management command, commands MUST be executed in the order they were sent.’, and add the relative illustration in the foregoing sentence, in order to make the specification clearly and strictly.
