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1 Overview

OMA DM has currently two enablers that make use of smart cards: CP 1.1 and DM 1.2. These enablers include information on how to access provisioning data stored in the smart cards by the means of a PKCS#15 file structure. Nevertheless, the specifications let the card issuers chose the values for some of the file identifiers, which can lead to ambiguities when clients have to access the provisioned data and will create interoperability issues. 

2 Proposal

To solve this interoperability issue, the OMA DM WG has decided to fix the file identifiers of two files:

· EF_dodf-prov (for CP 1.1) with the following proposed identifier: 0x6410

· EF_dodf-bootstrap (for DM 1.2) with the following proposed identifier: 0x6420

In the process, the different specifications from ETSI, 3GPP and 3GPP2 have been studied in order to avoid inconsistencies.

3 Requested Action(s)

ETSI SCP, 3GPP CT6 and 3GPP2 SWG 1.4 are kindly requested:

· To acknowledge that proposed file identifiers do not enter into conflict with any other value in their corresponding specifications. And if they do, provide reasons and suggested alternate values.

· OMA DM WG kindly asks for exclusive use of these values.
