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1 Reason for Change

Section 6.6.11 in DM RepPro specifies the use of Replace with TNDS, saying that “A device MUST NOT replace any nodes if the device identify that some of the sub nodes in the DMTNDS object are not compatible with current nodes in the device”.
The meaning of “not compatible” is not clear. This CR proposes a clarification, based on WG understanding, as reflected in the DM mailing list.

Change 1:  Clarify by specifying the meaning of ‘not compatible’
6.6.11 Replace

Restrictions: The Replace command is used to overwrite the value of an existing node.

The originator of the command SHOULD determine what features/properties of the data item are supported by the recipient and only send supported properties.

If the MIME-Type is as defined in [DMTNDS] then a complete sub-tree MAY be replaced at once. A device MUST NOT replace any nodes if the device does not support the format of data in one (or more) of the DMTNDS node(s), or if the data of a node is out of range (either enumeration or size). If the device accepts the replacement of a complete sub tree then the complete sub tree in the DMTNDS object MUST replace all existing sub nodes in the device. If some of the nodes in the DMTNDS object is new compared to the existing one in the device then the device MUST create these nodes. If some of the old nodes are not included in the DMTNDS object then the old nodes must be deleted. ACL values MAY be included in the DMTNDS object and these values MUST follow the rules specified in [DMTND] §7.7.1.
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
