3 Detailed Proposal

DDF in DevDetail
3.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

The Device Management System sends the DM Initiation Notification via SMS to the customer device inviting it to perform a DM session. Once the client has connected and authenticated to a new DM Session, the DM System retrieve the structure (schema) of client Management Tree reading the content of DDF url in DevDetail Management Object.

3.2 Actors

· Device Management System

· Device Management Client
3.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

·  Device Management System: Device Management System wants to perform some DM commands on Tree and requests for Management Tree DDF.
3.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

· Device Management System: DM System can manage DM Tree structure without a full scan
· Device Management Client: DM session is performed saving time, transferred data and device resources.
3.3 Pre-conditions

Customer device has been successfully boostrapped with all necessary credentials by Management Authority
3.4 Post-conditions

DM Session has performed succefully.

3.5 Normal Flow

1. Client open a DM session with Operator Device Management System.

2. Device Management System retrieve the content of DDF url in DevDetail MO.

3. Device Management System requires from Client the execution of specific DM command according to analysis of Management Tree contents.
