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1 Overview

ETSI TC M2M would like to thank OMA Device Management Working Group for their LS on OMA DM Update  (OMA-LS_894-OMA_DM_to_ETSI_M2M_on_GwMO_1.0_progress-20110112-A) , sent on January 12th 2011.

ETSI TC M2M considers your work on Gateway Management Object (GwMO) relevant to ETSI M2M and would like to propose a way forward for collaboration.

The “Lightweight DM” seems to be interesting but ETSI TC M2M does not yet have a clear understanding of the topic and would request further information.
2 Proposal

Currently in ETSI TC M2M work is ongoing on entity (device/gateway) management issues. 
For your information the attached document shows our view how to re-use OMA-DM or BBF TR-069 within the ETSI M2M architecture.
In M2M Release 1 primarily management of “directly managed” devices is considered. The reason is that in Rel-1 only D’ devices behind a Gateway are allowed. D’ devices behave like an Application on the Gateway and are managed as Gateway applications.
However, we do not exclude the possibility that the work of OMA DM Group on Gateway Management Object (GwMO) may become relevant for ETSI M2M Release 1 for D’ devices. 

During our initial discussion on entity management the following management functions were considered in the scope of ETSI M2M entity management (re-using OMA-DM or BBF TR-069):
· Application lifecycle management in the device/gateway,
· Management of ETSI M2M Service Capabilities

Management of Transport Network operator related functions is considered out of scope of ETSI M2M entity management (but may use OMA-DM or BBF TR-069).

Also management of device applications (e.g. setting/reading parameters, …) by Network applications is considered to be done by standard ETSI M2M mechanisms and out of scope of ETSI M2M entity management.
ETSI TC M2M would welcome the opportunity to discuss these issues with OMA Device Management Working Group during one of your conference calls. As a date we would prefer Tuesday, February 22.
