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Introduction

ETSI TC M2M is currently finalizing M2M Release 1, which is expected to be approved in October. For managing ETSI specific functionalities in the Device or Gateway ETSI TC M2M is specifying four new Management Objects:
· MO containing information about D/G Service Capability Layer

· MO for area networks information and configuration

· MO for detailed information about an M2M device
· MO for integrity validation of the device

Since ETSI M2M is re-using existing management mechanisms as specified in OMA-DM and BBF-TR069 it would be desirable if these MOs could also be included in OMA-DM and BBF-TR069 in order to be able to use OMA-DM and BBF-TR069 for managing these MOs.
ETSI TC M2M would like to ask OMA and BBF whether you could specify these MOs in your specifications and whether that can be done within a timeframe that allows ETSI TC M2M to reference these in Rel-1. In that case involved companies would be prepared to submit company contributions to the coming meetings of OMA and BBF.
