1. Overall description:
ETSI TC M2M appreciates very much the timely and clear feedback from OMA DM where all questions on the new Management Objects (MOs) have been well addressed. 
TC M2M would like to use the guidelines for developing OMA compliant MOs provided by OMA DM to specify the new, OMA DM compliant MOs within TC M2M. 
These MOs will be specified as a normative Technical Specification (TS) under the new Work Item (WI) “DTS/M2M-000015ed111” [1], which has been approved during M2M#16 plenary meeting. The target completion date of this WI is December 2011 (M2M#17). 
Currently, three MOs (i.e. etsiSclMo, estiAreaNwkInfo and etsiAreaNwkDeviceInfo) have been identified within the scope of this WI. The details (including the data structure and semantics) can be found in Annex B.2 of ETSI TS 102 690 [2], which is used as the baseline for the WI [1]. Once the work is finished, the TS document is expected to be submitted to OMA DM for validity check and ETSI TC M2M will ask OMA DM to register it in the OMNA registry.
TC M2M also thanks OMA DM for providing the existing MO specifications and guidelines for developing OMA compliant MOs.  This will help TC M2M to specify the mapping relationship between all other ETSI specific <mgmtObj> resources for which related OMA DM MOs exist.
TC M2M is looking forward to any assistance that can be kindly offered by OMA DM in developing and reviewing the new MOs, so as to finish the work in a timely and qualified manner. A combination of email exchange and conference calls seems to be a feasible way forward. 
In this regard, TC M2M would like to ask OMA DM to provide potential time slots when it’s convenient to have joint conference calls as needed for developing the work.
