Dear Seth Newberry (General Manager),

this week the ETSI Director General notified all members, and made a press release inviting non-ETSI members, to join a new Industry Specification Group on Context Information Management (ISG CIM). A focus of the group will be collaboration/consultation with other standardisation activities in related areas, including ETSI TC SmartM2M and ETSI PP oneM2M as well as other organisations and open source IoT software platforms. The goal is to interoperate and to re-use existing work as much as possible. 

As convenor of the kick-off meeting, to be held on 09-10 February at ETSI Headquarters in Sophia Antipolis, France, I am writing to you on behalf of all the founding members to encourage your organisation to send appropriate delegates to the meeting, to facilitate exchange of information from day one, encourage interoperability of systems, and of course avoid duplication of efforts. 

The rules of ETSI allow any legal entity (or individual) to attend, _IF_ they have signed the usual ISG agreement. Therefore it is crucial for those interested in attending that their company/organisation signs the Agreement at the link below, for ETSI Members or for non-ETSI Participants. Please emphasize to your colleagues that obtaining legal approvals within businesses can typically be time consuming, even if the organisation is already an ETSI member! There is unfortunately NO way to obtain "visitor" entry without signing an Agreement.

The ISG CIM will specify open standards for the context information management layer, running ‘on top’ of IoT platforms, enabling to implement a context-aware behaviour in smart applications. This context information management layer accesses and updates information coming from different sources (IoT networks and information systems) that comprise the semantics of information, including data source, time of validity, ownership and many more. This will dramatically extend the interoperability of applications, helping smart cities to integrate their existing services and enable new third-party services.

The founding members of the ISG CIM hope very much that your organisation will be able to send delegate(s) and in any case we look forward to setting up an official liaison process as soon as possible. The links below contain further information.
