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1 Overview

OMA DM working group would like to thank BroadBand Forum (BBF) for providing their feedback on GwMO v1.1 work item, identifying related work within BBHome working group and sharing the draft document on PD-279, TR-069 Proxy Management Implementation Guidelines. DM working group would like to share the status update on GwMO v1.1 work item. 
2 Proposal

DM working group noted the contents of your liaison sent earlier this year. DM working group agrees that there is strong correspondence between the work of BBHome working group and OMA DM on DM Gateway adaptation to other device management technologies. Further OMA DM is pleased to inform you that we have completed the requirements and architecture work for Gateway Management Object (GwMO) v1.1 and currently embarking on the specification development for GwMO v1.1.

For your convenience, [1] provides the Candidate version of the OMA GwMO v.1 1 Requirements Document (RD) and [2] provides the Candidate version of the Architecture Document (AD) which were completed recently.

As we stated in our previous liaison, GwMO v1.1 focuses on the technical realization of the DM Gateway Adaptation Mode thus allowing End Devices supporting non-OMA DM protocol to be managed by a DM Server. We have agreed requirements for specifying adaptation to non-OMA device management protocol for devices supporting the following technologies.

· ZigBee
· KNX

· OpenWebNet

· Bluetooth
As DM group is currently looking at specification development for DM Gateway adaptation to ZigBee, we are keen to find out whether BBF is ready to share the draft/published version of the any specs related to data models and adaptation to ZigBee.  It would help to avoid duplication of standardization work and to develop harmonized solutions in this area with greater acceptance in the market.
Please note that the current target deadline for the completion of GwMO v1.1 Enabler is September 2013 and we have face-to-face meeting in September 2013 in Bangkok Thailand.
