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1 Reason for Change

In Sydney Meeting, Philips and Panasonic have introduced a new use case for SCE regarding content gifting to anther user (see OMA-DLDRM-2005-0331-IC-SCE-Use-Cases.doc) and it was included in the SCE RD as use case 15.
The agreed use case describes gifting content to another user, where a piece of domain content is transferred to “another device” that is not a member of the user domain. This description can be totally acceptable. 
From user’s perspective, however, it is beneficial for user to transfer the domain content to not only the another “device” but also another user domain.
This CR will add a clarification to the actors “Senders” and “Receivers” that implies the concept of user domain as well as the device.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

None identified, since we are in the RD development phase.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

This CR applies only to the SCE Requirement Document listed above as ‘doc to change’. No other specifications are affected.

5.15.3  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

This use case describes transfer of a piece of domain content to another device or another user domain that is not a member of the user domain. After the transfer, the content is no longer available in the user domain. 

5.15.4 Actors

	User
	Interacts with the UID and Rendering device to request rendering of a piece of content

	Sender
	The device or the user domain that sends the content

	Receiver
	The device or the user domain that receives the content.

5.15.7 Pre-conditions

The user has created a user domain, that includes his/her mobile phone, acting as a sender.

The user has received rights to a piece of content, such that it is allowed to transfer the content to another user 

The user has downloaded the content and has copied it with the rights to his/her mobile phone.

5.15.8 Post-conditions

The content item is available on the receiver device or receiver user domain. 

The content item is no longer availbale in the user domain. 

5.15.9 Normal Flow

1. The user uses the Sender (his/her mobile phone) to discover a Receiver (another phone) and establish a connection . 

2. The user interacts with the Sender to request transport of a piece of content (stored on the mobile phone) to the Receiver.

3. Content and rights are transferred from Sender to Receiver.

5.15.10 Alternative Flow

The discovery and connection set-up is initiated from the a Receiver side. 
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
