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1 Reason for Change

In the section 5.2.4.2 Object Retrieval of Updated Media Object of OMA-TS-DLOTA-V2_0_6-20051102-D, the spec says:
“If the Download Descriptor contains multiple Media Objects that can be updated, the Download Agent MAY offer the user to select which Media Objects should be updated.”
But if these Media Objects that can be updated belong to the Compound Product and the user only select some of them to update, maybe the user will not consume the Compound Product normally after the update because the relationship between the media objects within the Compound Product. For example, in the old DD ,there are two media objects within the Compound Product: MOa with the objectVersion 1.0 and MOb with the objectVersion 1.0. In the latest DD, the MOa and the MOb both have the objectVersion 2.0. If the user only select to update MOa, maybe the MOa 2.0 will not work well with MOb 1.0.

So for the update of the Compound Product, the device must treat the media objects within it as a single entity and must updated all the media objects that can be updated together.
The change request is to make a  clarification  on the issue mentioned above.

6 Detailed Change Proposal
5.2.4.2  Object retrieval of updated media object
If the Download Descriptor contains multiple mediaObject elements, the Download Agent SHOULD compare its objectID and objectVersion one by one and SHOULD retrieve and install only updated Media Objects. This may help to reduce unnecessary download transaction to be executed.
If the Download Descriptor contains multiple Media Objects that can be updated, the Download Agent MAY offer the user to select which Media Objects should be updated. But if  these Media Objects belong to the Compound Product, the Download Agent should prompt the user and request the user either to update all the media objects that can be updated together or to give up the update.
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
