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1 Reason for Change

This document suggests a technical use case which is derived from the requirement labelled SCE-HL-006. The requirement reads:
The SCE Enabler SHALL allow a Device to request from the Rights Issuer the permission to share Rights (e.g. move Rights, copy Rights, lend Rights and so on), in the case where the user's existing Rights do not explicitly permit sharing; the SCE Enabler SHALL allow the Rights Issuer to respond by including newly generated (Domain, User Domain, or Device) Right Objects to be used by intended Move recipient Device(s).
The reason why it should be implemented in first release of SCE is as below:
(1) From backward compatibility stance, some value can be seen in this requirement: when in SCE1.0 age, User can Share the RO that was issued in DRM2.0 age. So the earlier it is implemented, the more sense it will make and the better for the market.
(2) The other value of this requirement is good User experience: When buying an RO, User does not have to make a decision on whether she/he may Share it, because there is chance for her/him to obtain Rights for Share it any time before she/he wants to Share it. Hence the earlier it is implemented, the easier it would be to promote SCE first version.
Hence we suggest turn the requirement into technical use case and include it into SCE1.0-AD document.

5.4 Flows

5.4.1 Obtain Rights for Sharing

The RO4R is to be defined as a new Rights Object which is associated with existing Rights Object and includes the Rights for Sharing only.
The following steps describe the method illustrated above.

1. DRM Agent sends a request to RI, telling RI the information including what RO and corresponding state information is and what the RO4R will be and so on.
2. As per the request of DRM Agent, RI validates the request and generates corresponding RO4R and then pushes a trigger including the generated RO4R’s ID to DRM Agent.

3. DRM Agent sends a request including the RO4R’s ID to acquire corresponding RO4R.

4. RI responds to the request and pushes the prepared RO4R to DRM Agent.
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
