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1 Overview

In response to the Cooperation Request in the Liaison Statement from the China DRM Forum (OMA-BAC-2006-0113) on cooperation with OMA, OMA would like to inform the China DRM Forum that the DRM WG in OMA expects that the effort requested by the China DRM can be performed under an existing OMA Work Item carried out by the DRM WG. OMA will be very pleased to develop the requested specification jointly with members of the China DRM Forum, but to execute the effort in a most timely and effective manner, OMA proposes that China DRM Forum members interested to participate in this effort, become OMA member if they are not already so.   

2 Proposal

The DRM WG will be pleased to define the capability of handling MPEG-2 transport streams as a contained of OMA DRM protected content, next to (P)DCF, so as to allow distribution within the home of OMA DRM protected Digital TV content. The DRM WG believes that this specification on MPEG-2 transport streams as container of OMA DRM protected content can be developed under the current DRM work item on "Secure Content Exchange". This additional specification should include functionality such as:

a) encryption of protected content within the MPEG-2 transport streams; the DRM WG expects that existing (regional) algorithms be used;

b) format and signalling of short term key messages for decrypting protected content; 

c) the mapping of OMA DRM Management (keys, permissions, constraints) to MPEG-2 transport streams; 

d) transport of right objects and registration messages over MPEG-2 transport streams.

The DRM WG expects that it will be possible to re-use concepts developed in OMA for IP datacast applications for the above specification, which is likely to shorten the throughput time for the development of the specification in a very considerable manner.

The DRM WG proposes that the required specification effort is carried out within the DRM WG under the regular OMA process. China DRM Forum members who would like to participate in this effort, but who are not OMA member, are kindly requested to apply for OMA membership. 3 Requested Action(s)

The DRM WG requests the China DRM Forum to review and to comment on the proposal above, and welcomes any inputs that the China DRM Forum may have on the above proposal. The DRM WG will be pleased to discuss inputs from the China DRM Forum on the weekly conference calls of the DRM WG and more in particular at the upcoming interim meeting in Amsterdam (5-9 March, 2007) and at the regular OMA meeting in Frankfurt (16-20 April, 2007).
