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1 Reason for Change

To clarify use of <moveIndication> element as introduced in agreed CR0396R02.
R01: Replace “<userDomain>-constrained RO” by “RO with a <userDomain> constraint.”
R02: Add stipulation that <moveIndication> element is incompatible with <copy> permission, since allowing Move via RI of ROs that have a <copy> permission would result in additional processing complexity and potential loss of ROs that are ultimately unusable by the recipient Devices.
R03: For Device ROs, stipulate that the “allowPartial” attribute must be set to “false” if Move via RI is permitted, since the Move via RI of Device ROs protocol is backwards compatible with respect to Recipient Devices (where 2.x and SCE Devices check replay cache, and the Move operation is indistinguishable from initial delivery of ROs via ROAP).
R04: Undo R03 change, since change of ROID by RI prevents replay cache from catching and rejecting successive Moves of the same RO. Note that stipulation in R02 still remains, for consistency with the mechanism in A2A that disallows use of duplicate Rights Objects.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Clarify proper use of <moveIndication> element. Note that the text that is modified here comes from agreed CR0396R02 that has not yet been incorporated into the current REL TS draft. 
5.1.1.2 Semantics

In the case of an RO with a <userDomain> constraint, the <moveIndication> element includes a list of RI IDs and RI URLs for RIs that the RI or LRM that originally issued the RO allows to provide Move via RI service for the RO. If an RO with a <userDomain> constraint has a <copy> permission, the RO MUST NOT have a <moveIndication> element since an RO that has a <copy> permission SHALL NOT be Moved via an RI.
In the case of a Device RO, the <moveIndication> element includes a list of RI IDs and RI URLs for RIs that the LRM that originally issued the RO allows to provide Move via RI service for the RO. The <moveIndication> element SHALL NOT be used in Device ROs that are originally issued by an RI.
The <originalIssuer> element in the <moveIndication> element contains the ID of the original Issuer of that RO. The ID MUST correspond to a Rights Issuer or LRM if the RO has a <userDomain> constraint. The ID MUST correspond to an LRM if the RO is a Device RO.
An RO with a <userDomain> constraint MAY be Moved via the original Issuer if the original Issuer is an RI and if the original Issuer’s ID and URL are included in the list of RI IDs and RI URLs in the <moveIndication> element.
