The technical use case illustrates Rights acquisition transaction using the Advertisement Impression Data.
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Figure 15: Acquiring Rights via Enforced Advertisement
1. The Client selects and downloads the Advertisement Contents on the Content Issuer portal.
2. The Advertisement (Ad) Impression Data is stored in the Client. If the Device plays out Advertisement Contents, the Client updates the Ad Impression Data in the Device.

3. The Client selects the DRM Content from the content offerings on the portal. In addition, the client may select the payment option that is related to the play information of advertisements. So, the client can download the contents freely or cheaply.

4. The Client requests the Rights for the DRM Content using the Ad Impression Data to the Rights Issuer portal. The Rights Issuer checks the received Ad Impression Data. If the measured Ad Impression Data is sufficient to issue Rights for DRM Content, the Rights Issuer issues the Rights to the Client.
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
