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1 Reason for Change

This CR objective is to fix a bug and clarify the "Suspend and Resume" definition in OMA-SyncML-DataSyncProtocol-V1_2-20040601-C.
The description of "Suspend and Resume" in [DSPRO_V1_2] contains a contradiction when dealing with Resuming synchronization session.

On the one hand, [DSPRO_V1_2] specifies that the server MUST use the same Sync type as previous interrupted session when resuming:
[DSPRO_V1_2], section 6.12.2:

"The alert code for ‘Resume Sync Session’ does not contain the sync type of previous session, which is necessary to know prior to sending and receiving the <Sync> commands. For this purpose server MUST store the sync type when the session is interrupted/paused and the same sync type MUST be used by the server while alerting datastore to the client in package 2. Client MUST use the same sync type alerted by the server while sending the remaining data items in package 3 in the resumed sync session."
On the other hand, [DSPRO_V1_2] allows changing the sync type during the resumption of an interrupted session:

[DSPRO_V1_2], section 6.12.2:

"Following code snippets elaborate how server accepts or rejects the resume alert and based on that indicates the relevant sync-type, which is either previous session’s sync-type or forces a refresh sync or over-rides previous sync-type by another sync-type."

<!--Server Accepts to Resume previous Sync Session

OR Server Rejects to Resume, instead forces a Refresh,

"<Data>201</Data>
<!—Server uses the previous Sync type --> OR

server has rejected to Resume the previous slow-sync

(status to alert for resume MUST be 508) and has forced a

‘Refresh’ i.e a full slow-sync, instead.--> OR

<!—Server over-rides previous sync type. Use a relevant

sync-type, like 203. -->"

The standard needs to be clarified, this ambiguity needs to be resolved in order to avoid implementation issues and lack of IOP.

5 Recommendation

Orange recommends fixing this bug in OMA-SyncML-DataSyncProtocol-V1_2-20040601-C by modifying the "Suspend and Resume" definition as described below.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  [DSPRO_V1_2] 6.12.2 Resuming synchronization session
The alert code for ‘Resume Sync Session’ does not contain the sync type of previous session, which is necessary to know prior to sending and receiving the <Sync> commands. When the client requires a resumption to the server, the latter can choose to either accept the request or to reject it -  in order to force a refresh sync. If the server accepts the request, it  MUST use the same sync type as for the interrupted session. If it rejects the request, it MUST reply with the status code 508.


The following code snippets elaborate how the server accepts or rejects the resume alert and based on that indicates the relevant sync-type, which is either the previous session’s sync-type or forces a refresh sync or over-rides previous sync-type by another sync-type.
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
