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1 Reason for Change

PR11 raises a question of how to handle a command that includes one or more items and that includes <Meta> information at the command level and at the item level.  In this case, the PR states that it is not clear which version of the information, command or item, should be used.

This change is to clarify how this multi-level <Meta> information could be interpreted.
Consider the following case :

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Include clarification of handling Meta element in commands and contained items
In Section 6.3.3 Meta of the document, add the following paragraphs immediately before the Content Model:

When specified in a command that includes Items (e.g. Add, Delete, Replace, Move or Copy) it is recommended that the scope for the meta-information includes all the contained items.  If a contained item also includes Meta information then it is recommended that it is considered to override specific elements within the Meta, not the whole Meta of the containing command.  For example, if a command includes a Type element within a Meta and a contained item includes a Size element within a Meta then it is recommended that the Type element be considered to apply to the contained item.
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
