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1 Reason for Contribution

Clarifying DS 1.2 suspend and resume.

2 Summary of Contribution

Some minor issues have been identified in suspend and resume and some clarifications are suggested.
3 Detailed Proposal

· A SyncML client should not send a resume alter command unless it has been authenticate. Firstly, sending a resume alert command in the first message is meaningless. Secondly, if a sync is cut-off on the first message, and if the previous sync was a normal sync, then the next sync should be a new normal sync.

· A SyncML client should not send a suspend command in its last outbound message. This is similar to sending a suspend command in the first message.

· If a sync is suspended and the SyncML client’s server is changed to one which has previous identification with the client device, and it has a suspended session with the same identification as the previous server, then there is no way to know that this session should not be restored.

4 Intellectual Property Rights

For the first two issues, they should be indicated as allowable behaviour, but undesired. As well, they should be added to DS 2.0.

The last issue should be left as an open issue for DS 2.0 as it rarely would occur.
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
