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1 Reason for Contribution

Devinf is a complex topic which has many alternative technologies. Its requirements are not very clear now and need further clarification and consideration. And Devinf is not a core and nature function of data sync protocol. We need a mechanism to make us work on devinf area and protocol area in a parallel manner.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes to add a new logical session for negotiating device information. Then we can work on devinf area and protocol area in parallel manner.
3 Detailed Proposal
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1. Logical sync session and devinf negotiation session could share the same transport connection. Also client can choose not to share the connection.
2. In protocol we only need a mechanism to indicate whether devinf negotiation is finished. And devinf negotiation technology evolution will not affect the data sync protocol.

3. We can work on devinf and protocol in a parallel manner to move forward faster.
Our goal of data sync protocol: To design a lightweight, stable, flexible data sync protocol.
