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1 Reason for Change

The SCRs for OMA IMPS 1.2 as defined in the OMA-IMPS-v1_2-20030221-C.zip do not comply with the SCR format required by the OMA IOP process but uses a similar legacy Wireless Village influenced format. 
In order to streamline future work within OMA with test requirements and requirement tracking it is expected that all enablers use the standard OMA SCR format. This will e.g. open up for tools for handling SCRs. 

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

Changing the format will not affect the content. As no automated ways of using the current format are known there is not expected to be any compatibility issues.

3 Impact on Other Specifications

There will not be any foreseeable impact on other specifications.

4 Intellectual Property Rights Considerations

The authors are not aware of any IPR issues with this contribution.

5 Recommendation

The recommended action is to modify the current format used for the OMA IMPS 1.2 SCR to follow what is defined in the OMA IOP process, Appendix A “Specification of Conformance Requirements”, which is normative.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

The information in the WV SCR tables needs to be mapped into the OMA SCR columns. Most of the columns will only need to be renamed but some may require some analysis.

The columns used in the IMPS SCR tables are currently:
