It is recommended that the IOP WG agrees the propose CR to the EICS template in order that the usability will be enhanced and test fest attendees can easily map test cases to appropriate SCR items. 
6 Detailed Change Proposal

Currently within the IOP WG the existence and the benefit of the EICS document is questioned. Furthermore IOP POC SWG is using the ETS to distinguish mandatory and optional features to be tested. As the ETS is supposed to be a general test specification, which should be used also beyond OMA; and therefore should not be OMA TestFest specific, a change to the EICS template is proposed.  The change is proposed to firstly, enhance the usage of the EICS document; and secondly to make to ETS more generic but to have still the possibility to distinguish test cases for mandatory and optional test cases. In order to fulfill these, the EICS table should be modified with an extra column for the test case ID. The following new structure is proposed for the EICS template:
