Role of Champions

The role of the Champion is to carry out technical works relating to the selected enabler. This includes the coordination of the production of the IOP documents (ETS, EICS...) and the IOP workplan update. The Champion organizes work by email and/or by CC. The Champion can organize f2f meetings only after agreement from the SWG Chair. It is not planned to ask the Champions to prepare any specific charter.
Nomination

The Champion is named by his company. This nomination intervenes only after IOP WG carried out a call for interest on the OMA Plenary mailing list. A Champion is free of resign whenever he wants. In this case, a new Champion will have to be declared by one of the companies interested by the enabler.

Process

Champions will report to the SWG chair.

Roles and nomination process of SWG Chair remain unchanged (e.g. see OMA rules). 

A regular update of the enabler status will be made to TP.

The IOP Process will be amended in due time.
