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1 Reason for Contribution

Some of the implementations at the test fest are more mature than other implementations. There is an option when doing the registration to say if implantation is mature or early implementation. This should be taken into account at the test fest when test fest session schedule is done.
It is expected that the members of IOP WG will approve this criteria.
