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1 Reason for Contribution

Section 4.3, “Minimal Pre-Test Guidelines” in the ETG template is confusing and appears to cover two different requirements with one list of test cases.
2 Summary of Contribution

The ETG template states that for Section 4.3, “Minimal Pre-Test Guidelines”, the author should provide:
<<<Details of which test cases in the Enabler ETS should an OMA TestFest participant demonstrate that they can execute to attend a TestFest. (Unless there is a Test Tool already established, this list will be used to direct Connectivity Setup and Pre-Testing on the Monday of the TestFest.>>>

Thus it appears that this single list of test cases is to be used BOTH as a hurdle for entry to the Test Fest AND as a way of testing Connectivity Setup. These are two different requirements and may well require two different lists of tests. This has led to confusion about the real aim(s) of this section

3 Detailed Proposal

Split the section into two separate parts each with a single clear aim so that suitable test lists can be drawn up for each requirement.
