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1 Overview

This Liaison Statement from OMA IOP WG to GCF Application Enabler Agreement Group is intended to provide GCF with the current status of the development of the BCAST TTCN-3 Conformance test Code. 
As GCF is probably aware, OMA IOP WG has started a trial to develop TTCN-3 test code in order to investigate whether TTCN-3 is appropriate to be used to develop conformance test cases for application enablers. For the TTCN-3 Trial, BCAST 1.0 has been selected and ETSI was chosen to develop the TTCN-3 code. 
At the last OMA meeting in Vancouver, held the 15th - 19th of October, the trial was finalised from a technical point of view. Which means that the TTCN-3 test code developed from ETSI is now available and can be used by OMA members. 
In the next steps, OMA has to verify the test code and needs to agree on a way forward on how the test code can be used by external organisations such as GCF and if the trial will lead to a process change so that OMA will continue to use TTCN-3 as test code language for upcoming enablers.
