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1 Reason for Contribution

This document tries to illustrate the proposed ways to merge IOP PRC on the other IOP SWGs since unfortunately IOP PRC has found no one willing to chair the group.
2 Summary of Contribution

The document has the current distribution of enablers per IOP SWG and the two proposals that were touched on the latest IOP BRO conference call.
3 Detailed Proposal

The current distribution of enablers per IOP SWG is below:
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Some of the enablers from IOP PRC are related with undergoing enablers of IOP BRO like DCD with Push, SWCS with Browsing and Security related enablers and SEC CF related with Security related enablers like DRM, SRM, OCSP, OBKG and WPKI. In opposition all the DM, DS, Gaming, Charging are more related with M2M messages exchange so should go to IOP MEC. As so one of the proposals is:
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Since IOP BRO has already several heavy weights enablers that are consuming already a lot of time at the conference call, this solution would mix some enablers with an expected heavy workload on the near future. As so a second proposal was draft that is more based on a work load balance than a balance of the enablers count.
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The move of DCD is still a bit shaky but was tacitly accepted.
