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1. Scope

OMA IOP BRO as a sub-working group (SWG) to OMA IOP WG, has compiled this report to summarize the efforts done to prove the interoperability aspects of the OMA On-board Key Generation and Key Enrolment Version 1.0 enabler. This IOP Report is not like ordinary IOP Reports where the OMA Technical Plenary is informed of the finalisation of the validation work, allowing the enabler to consider for approval as an OMA Enabler Release. In this IOP Report, IOP states that the IOP work has finished not because it was sufficiently done but because, due to reasons beyond our competences, did not progress for a long time. On the OMA On-board Key Generation and Key Enrolment Version 1.0 enabler case, no members ever supported the IOP work.
