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1 Reason for Contribution

In order to fully automate the Conformance testing of handsets, it is often necessary to be able to remotely trigger certain actions on the handset-under-test from a Test System, for example setting up a call, sending an MMS etc. If this is not possible, then such actions have to be performed manually by an operator who must be prompted to perform the actions from the Test System.

In the past this has sometimes been made possible in a number of ways, using “standardized” AT commands, using proprietary AT commands, using proprietary control methods etc. 

Generally support for “standardized” AT commands has been poor even though bodies like 3GPP have a large number of commands defined. However recent moves in the industry have meant that support for AT commands may be increasing (though it will probably never become universal). It is therefore felt appropriate to consider if IOP should publish some “standard” AT commands for testing of certain Enablers where this extra capability would prove useful.

2 Summary of Contribution

It is proposed to have a short discussion to see if members of IOP think that defining AT commands would be a worthwhile task.
· Would standard AT commands be useful for Conformance testing of certain Enablers?

· Would (at least some) handset vendors implement them?

· Would IOP specify them in a per-Enabler method, perhaps in the ETS, or in a “central” document covering all relevant Enablers? (As done by 3GPP in TS 27.007)

· Next steps?

Note that this activity is not necessarily a very high priority, however establishing the principle and the basis for moving forward (or not) would be useful to allow some Enablers to pursue this if thought useful.
