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1 Overview

The OMA Interoperability Working Group (OMA IOP WG) would like to thank the OMTP for their response to our LS on the Automation of Conformance testing for OMA Enablers and is pleased to provide further information as requested below. 
2 Proposal

OMA IOP WG has decided to proceed as follows:

The OMA IOP WG will initially trial the definition of AT commands for one OMA Enabler. The aim of this trial will be to assess the amount of work required within the OMA and also the amount of support in the industry for doing this work and for using the resulting AT commands. Following this trial the OMA may decide to extend the work to other OMA Enablers.

The initial Enabler chosen is SUPL and the commands are expected to cover both SUPL 1.0 and 2.0.
If other Enablers are chosen in future, then these are very likely to be Enablers that are part of the PTCRB and/or GCF Certification schemes.

Initially the AT commands will cover mainly the base protocol level only. SUPL has been chosen as it is fairly simple and does not require much validation at the application layer. In future other Enablers may require more validation at the application layer (e.g. MMS).

OMA IOP WG would be very interested to receive more information on the proposed OMTP HTI once the HTI is published and will certainly take this into account when defining our AT commands.

3 Requested Action(s)

OMA IOP WG would be very interested to receive more information and a copy of the OMTP HTI once the specification is published.
